
A s we look to what this new decade will bring, 
we can be certain of two things; in the developed world economic conditions 

will remain challenging, making it more difficult to attract the resources we need 
and the impact of HIV and AIDS in Africa will continue to make a difficult situa-
tion even worse. Against this background, Christõs Hope International will shortly 
enter its 7th year of operation and although much has been achieved, the Interna-
tional Board has been reflecting on what can be done to consolidate the ministry 
and address the challenges that have arisen from our rapid growth. The decision to 
split the responsibility for mobilisation of resources from the operational responsi-
bility of delivering the ministry was taken some time ago, but so far we have been 
unable to recruit the International Operations Director, IOD, that we need to 
make this change a reality. The board at its meeting last November agreed however 
to begin the transition by enabling our International Director, Jos Holtzhausen, to 
relocate to Germany, and transferred the responsibility for the international opera-
tions in our headquarters in Namibia to several members of the board as an in-
terim solution. We continue to seek out an IOD and we urge all of our supporters 

to pray about this so that we might identify the Lordõs appointee and consolidate our operations for His 
glory. 

This newsletter is one part of the response we wish to make to the view that  we need to communicate more 
effectively to all our staff, board members and supporters. A second strand of improving our communica-
tions within the organisation will be to launch shortly a new secure web tool which will enable all involved to 
access on-line all of our key documentation and raise and discuss the issues of the day with each other. We 
are a very stretched and distributed organisation and we need to make full use of all the latest tools available 
to ensure we reach the highest level of cooperation needed to fulfil our ministry. 
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For anyone who thinks that in the light of the recent pronouncements on 
AIDS that the problems are receding, I would point you to Dessie Mar-
shallõs recent update following their experiences on Christmas Day when 
they hosted a lunch for 12 people, including a young boy who was taken ill 
later in the day. In it he says òI ran for a doctor and Marieke carried him 
into the treatment room and laid him on the bed. They tried to resuscitate 
Felix, but the lady doctor pronounced him dead after just a few minutes. 
Marieke and I stood there in shock as we just couldnõt believe that Felix was 
gone ð here was a 13 year old boy who had just enjoyed Christmas Day 
with us. He wasnõt supposed to die ð he did have TB and was taking ARVõs, 
but for the most part he looked healthy.ó We know that these are the very 
real experiences of our staff on the front line and they are not rare.

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W e enter a New Year and a new decade with great optimism and with full confidence in our faithful God 
whose promise is sure: òI will never leave you nor forsake you.ó May this promise be true for your house-

hold throughout the year. 
Since the inception of Christõs Hope International nearly 7 years ago we have seen His daily faithful protection 
and provision of all our needs according to His riches in Christ Jesus. He even provided some of our wants! We 
stand in awe of who He is! 
 
We are greatly encouraged by the increasing number of people who are being ministered to by our dedicated 
staff around the world. These men and women have given themselves in selfless dedication to serve the most 
neglected and deprived in society. The stress they face when daily confronted with death is spiritually and emo-
tionally taxing. They need our continued prayers so that they will be reminded that their labour in love is not in 
vain. They are people of the BOOK who need to model strong families and marriages to the people they minis-
ter to. 
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In this new decade we want to be a difference in a world lost in sin; a world that has 
lost direction and where leaders who have high moral values are ridiculed by those 
who have become morally bankrupt. 

We trust the Lord Jesus for the development of our own Child Sponsorship Pro-
gramme, called ICAN. This programme has been in operation on a limited basis for 
some time but we intend to increase the number of sponsors and children who will 
benefit from the programme. 

Our community based Ministry CarePoints are assisting OVCõs (Our Valuable Chil-
dren) to rise above their circumstances so that they may complete high school, be 
morally pure; commit themselves to life partners and grow families that honour the 
Lord Jesus. 

This year we will also endeavour to recruit and train more international volunteers to 
serve the people in the Ministry Countries. The completion of the new Choose to Wait book is a high priority. 
Thousands are waiting for the release of the book to help them develop purity skills to withstand the pressure of 
the skewed view the world has embraced regarding sex and sexuality. 

We need you! We need you to give of your time, treasure and talent to enable us to see more people being minis-
tered the life changing message of Jesus Christ. We appreciate your commitment to pray for us, serve with us or 
help send someone to be your hands and feet to generations desperately in need of our Saviour, the Lord Jesus

C 
hristõs Hope International Zambia has been in existence for six years and has been working with the com-

munity of Kitwe in three areas: Prevention, Care and Compassion, and Nurturing of children. These are the three 

ministry models of Christõs Hope International, and are aimed at mitigating the impact of the HIV/AIDS pan-

demic. 

The work of Christõs Hope has had considerable impact on the community and many people have come to appreciate what 

the Lord Jesus has done for them through this Christ-centered organization. Many lives have been touched and changed in 

a significant way and the results are evident by the testimonies of the people involved. 

Under the area of PREVENTION  the organization has been teaching Choose to Wait in eight public and Private 

schools. In the year 2009 the organization reached over seven thousand young people in these schools with the message of 

Christ and how they could keep themselves sexually pure until 

marriage and how they could remain faithful to their spouses 

once they are married. Many young people have turned to the 

Lord and they are determined to keep their virginity until they 

give it to their spouse as a wedding gift. Kalulushi High School 

has allowed Christõs Hope to teach the curriculum to all the 

grades at the school and they have reported that the number of 

unwanted pregnancies has reduced since we started working in 

the school. We have had unequivocal support from the school 

administration and the teaching staff. We believe if other 

schools would follow the example of this school, then more 

young lives will be changed and the nation will be assured of a 

generation of Christ- centred future leaders.  

The curriculum is being taught by dedicated young people who have been trained in-

house and have had their lives impacted by the truths of the curriculum. These young peo-

ple work as volunteers who would want to see their own Peers lives touched by the life-

changing message of Jesus Christ. 

CARE AND COMPASSION staff work 

with one hundred and fifteen clients in five 

communities of Kitwe. The programme 

deals with those who are already infected 

with HIV. The major thrust of this ministry 

is to give hope to the clients through the life

-changing message of Jesus Christ. The cli-

ents receive teaching in various subjects that 

would help the clients live positively and 

know that being infected does not necessar-

ily mean a death sentence.

I  n 2009 we have seen increased awareness of Christõs Hope among local business 
people, including: Lithon Project Consultants, a Windhoek based engineering 

consulting company has supported many aspects of our work. The National Petro-
leum Corporation of Namibia (Pty) Ltd (NAMCOR) donated N$100,000 to work 
in the Arks. Simonis Storm Securities, a local stock broking firm, donated N$23,000 
to Christõs Hope Namibia. These funds enabled us to acquire two photocopiers, a scan-
ner and printers for the Arks in Rehoboth and Okahandja. 

MINISTRY CARE POINTõS ANSWER TO OVC NEEDS. We 

are focusing on strengthening existing families as care homes are 

costly to operate and do not always yield the desired emotional and 

psychological outcomes for the children. Our approach is to partner 

with churches, community based organizations and businesses to set 

up ministry care points (after school care programmes) where the children 

will receive meals, assistance with their school work and extra-mural 

activities; whilst they are residing with their families (extended and/

or foster) within the communities. 

REINTEGRATING CHILDREN WITH FAMILIES.  Christõs 
Hope International has adopted a new approach to OVC and strives 
to place as many children as possible with families. The pilot phase 
of this new approach has involved: Keetmanshoop Five children 
have been reunited with their families, while three are in the process 
of being reunited. The Ark Keetmanshoop is still in operation as a 
Residential Child Care Facility with 24 children being housed there. In 
Rehoboth Five children have been reunited with their families and 
two Cluster Homes have been established on the Rehoboth premises 

for a trial period, with a total of eight children. In 2009 a total of 100 
children participated in the Childrenõs Club, which met twice a week. 

This programme has however had to be stopped due to a lack of funding and in February 2010, we plan to 
start a well structured after school programme for a limited number of children on a trial basis.

Anna from Ark Keetmanshoop was recently 

reunited with her family. Praise God! 

The organization has formed support groups for clients and these support groups provide a platform for the 

clients to share their experiences and support for one another. Through these groups Christõs Hope Zambia 

has tried to empower the clients economically by providing seed money to help the clients come up with in-

come generating ventures. So far, three support groups have received funding to do chicken rearing and the 

other one has been given sewing machines to do tailoring. Two groups are doing relatively well while the other 

two need to improve their operations, especially in recovering the money from the people who got the chick-

ens on credit. The main purpose of this empowerment is to make clients less dependant on handouts from 

Christõs Hope Zambia. 

NURTURING OF CHILDREN is accomplished through education which we are providing at Christõs 

Hope Harmony Community school. We have put up a two classroom block which is catering for 453 pupils 

from Chipata, Musonda and the surrounding areas. The school needs to have the ablution block completed for 

it to meet the minimum standards set by the school authorities. This will complete phase one of the school 

construction.

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 SUMMER CAMP A HUGE SUCCESS! 

 In December 2009 we held our second annual 

camp at Oshikuku under the theme òThe Life of 

Davidó. A total of 60 children and 50 teenagers, 

together with 17 staff members and international 

volunteers attended the camp. Activities included 

Bible Studies, small group discussions, sports, 

games and crafts. During the camp 43 participants 

committed their lives to Jesus Christ. We praise the 

Lord for their salvation, and thank Him for their 

spiritual growth and divine protection.  

  

CENTRALISATION BIGGER THAN EXPECTED . To focus on the psychological, emotional, social and 

spiritual well-being of the children in our care, we have centralized all of our administrative and financial func-

tions within the National office. We still have a number of staffing vacancies to fill. 

CtW IN NAMIBIA  Our sexual purity programme,  is being taught in schools and 2009 saw us distributing close to 

9 000 books. While 315 young people signed pledge cards to abstain from sexual intercourse until they are mar-

ried, 14 have accepted Jesus Christ as their Lord and Saviour, and three are currently being discipled. More than 

3 000 have been ministered to at a CtW club, a conference, a once off presentation, a camp or through ongoing 

teaching in schools.  

Due to economic recession funds from our donor for the Ark Okahandja are no longer available. As a result we 

are seeking care options for the children. We reunited five children with their families, while two are still in our 

Residential Care Programme and four are in Foster Care. Although we still face many challenges with the Foster and 

Family Care placements, the children in general are well taken care of and are happy. The Ark Oshikuku cur-

rently houses two Foster Families with a total of eight children. In 2009 we have been able to feed approximately 

70 children daily on our feeding scheme and served 50 people on our Care and Compassion programme. Both pro-

grammes have had to be stopped as a result of the unavailability of adequate financial resources.

 Sixteen riders dipped their tires in the 
Pacific Ocean near the Golden Gate 
Bridge in San Francisco, California at 
8:00 am Sunday morning June 7th, 2009. 

Ten hours later we rode into Reno, Nevadaõs 
downtown by police escort (motorcycle and 
squad car!) to a waiting crowd in City Plaza. It 
was an exciting festival and time of celebration 
on our first of a ten day journey traveling 3250 
miles across the United States of America to 
raise awareness and funds for Christõs Hope 

ministry to those impacted by AIDS in Africa. 
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Tim Patton, had visited Namibia in 2006 to see our ministry.  The experience changed and touched his life.  
An avid cyclist, he wanted to do two things for his 50th birthday... Bike across America and be used by God to 
impact the people and conditions he witnessed with Christõs Hope.
